For the year that just ended (July 1-June 30), indicate objectives met, activities completed, and funds used. 

Objectives met

· Collaborate with other interest networks (met), support students (met), advance the field (met), promote the mission/goals/principles of AAIDD (met), and improve communication (met).

Activities completed

· The Student and Early Career Professionals Interest Network and the Research Interest Network jointly presented the 4rd annual SECP Research Colloquium held on June 24, 2019 as an AAIDD Pre-Conference session.  There were presentations from 8 student researchers. Each presentation was followed by questions generated by the Research Interest Network Executive Committee.  Subsequently, researchers in the audience provided further questions and feedback for the presenters.  Following the presentations, a round table discussion was held.  The session ended with informal networking among the students and researchers.  

· The Research Division funded two scholarships for students to attend the 2019 AAIDD conference in Minnesota.  The selection was made by the Research Interest Network Executive Committee.   The Executive Committee selected the top 18 proposals (out of 93 proposals).  The Executive Committee then ranked all 18 proposals; the top 2 plus 8 alternate proposals were submitted to the AAIDD SECP Scholarship Committee. The scholarships were awarded to Jonathan Safer-Lichtenstein (University of Oregon) and Marisa Fisher (Michigan State University) at the SECP luncheon.

· The Research Interest Network did not host an AAIDD Research Webinar in 2018-2019.  The Executive Committee did work with AAIDD (Maggie Nygren, Lindsey Polansky) to schedule a webinar for Fall 2019 and February 2020.  The Executive Committee will evaluate 2019 conference presentations by Research Interest Network members to choose candidates for the webinar.

· The Research Interest Network held a lunch meeting at the 2019 conference on June 25, 2019.

· Four announcements were shared with the 100 Research Interest Network members during FY 2019. AAIDD provided regular membership updates to keep the email addresses current. The Research Interest Network Executive Committee met either by phone or electronically on a quarterly basis. A poll was sent to RIN membership in June 2019; information was collected on 2019 conference attendance, 2019 conference presentations, and ideas for the RIN 2020 Annual Plan.

The Research Interest Network plans to undertake the following activities, beginning July 1, 2019.
· Objective 1 – Collaborate with other interest networks.  Planned activity is collaborating with SECP interest network on the 5th annual Research Colloquium (offered pre-conference). Will explore collaborations with Health & Wellness and Legal Process & Public Policy interest networks. 

· Objective 2 – Support students. Planned activity is to provide student scholarships for the annual conference.  Will also explore possibility of offering membership scholarships to students and RIN memberships to SECP members. Revisit possibility of mentor/mentee program for SECP and Fellows. Proposed expenditure: $1,200 for student research scholarships. Additional expenditures for membership scholarships: up to $800. 

· Objective 3 – Advance the field.  Planned activity is offering a webinar to research interest network members and the AAIDD community.  Considering other methods as well (three minute thesis, visual abstract). Proposed expenditure:  none.

· Objective 4 - Promote the mission, goals, and principles of AAIDD.  Planned activity is to review the AAIDD mission/goals/principles as they pertain to research (update if necessary) and develop organizing document with Research Interest Network processes. Proposed expenditure: none.

· Objective 5 – Improve communication.  Planned activity is regular communication within the Research Interest Network using the regularly updated membership list.  The Research Interest Network is exploring the use of social media, in the form of a RIN Facebook page.  Proposed expenditure: none.
