It is particularly gratifying to come back to Atlanta given the
recent courageous veto by Governor Nathan Deal of a bill that would have allowed
segments of the community to discriminate against people who also deal with the
impact of stereotypes and labels. We all know stories of businesses, neighborhoods,
schools, congregations and other organizations who have refused in the past to
welcome people with intellectual and developmental disabilities. Both the spirit

and practices of hospitality, equal access for all, and welcome for all, are key to

our mission as an organization.

What's more, we are meeting in a city that was a major center in the civil rights movement in the last
century, a movement that is ongoing.

Decision-making is a fundamental right, and no less so
than for people with intellectual and developmental
disabilities. The overwhelming majority of people with
intellectual disability have the capacity to make their
own decisions, but, like most people, seek the counsel
of significant others, family members and friends when
making difficult and complex decisions about health
care choices.

Got Plans? Supporting Aging Caregivers and Adults
with IDD to Plan for the Future

Planning for the future is important for all families that
include an adult with IDD, and professionals play a critical
role in supporting families through the planning process.
Thinking about the future can be challenging and emotion-
al; however, experience shows that adults with IDD make
a better transition from the family home when a future
plan is in place. Some families may feel that future plan-
ning is not an option for them because they don't have any
money to leave to an adult son or daughter with IDD or
can't afford a lawyer or estate planner. But, it is important
that families plan regardless of the financial situation.
Professionals can play a critical role in helping families
overcome the emotional barriers to planning, debunking
myths, and providing accurate information and resources.

2016 Henri J. Nouwen Leadership Award
to Benjamin T. Conner, PhD, MDiv

Dr. Conner’s expansive work in the
field of theology and disability is a
tribute to the work of Henri Nouwen.
Dr. Conner's intellectual endeavors,
vocational leadership, research, and
writing are an integrated whole-com-
mitted to loving, serving, and learn-
ing-with people with intellectual and
developmental disabilities. Dr. Conner
has devoted his life to deepening the
educational process and the church’s understanding of and
ministry with people with disabilities. His doctorate is from
Princeton Theological Seminary; he is a Reformed theologian
and renaissance man who seeks wisdom from myriad of
disciplines as he pursues a holistic and integrative theology
for his ministry with people with disabilities.

Dr. Conner came to Western Theological Seminary (WTS) in
Holland, Michigan in 2013. His earlier work, outlined in his
book Amplifying Our Witness: Giving Voice to Adolescents
with Intellectual Disabilities, and embodied in his leadership
with Young Life Capernum Ministries, brought him to WTS
to lead the Seminary into a deeper engagement and wisdom
with the largest minority group in the world. Dr. Conner will
launch the first-ever seminary graduate certificate in dis-
ability and ministry in 2016.

Dr. Connor's inspiration and guidance is particularly felt

at WTS' Ralph and Cheryl Schregardus Friendship House.
Established in 2007, the apartment complex is home to six
people with cognitive disabilities who live interdependently
and work in the community, and to 18 seminarians, who live
alongside the young adults with disabilities. Under the lead-
ership of Dr. Conner and his wife Melissa Connor, the Direc-
tor of Friendship House, the seminary community integrates
housing with education in the spirit of Henri Nouwen. Other
seminaries are beginning to develop their own Friendship
Houses.

Dr. Conner’s work has, is, and will transform the manner in
which faith communities’ support and engage people with
intellectual and developmental disabilities to flourish. He
lives calmly in Nouwen's vision that leadership in ministry
"means the ongoing attempt to put one's own search for
God, with all the moments of pain and joy, despair and hope,
at the disposal of those who want to join this search but do
not know how.”
