4. - Increase collaboration with AAIDD’s other Interest Networks.  The way we may get more attendance at our Web Roundtables and on our Facebook page may be to invite members of AAIDD, not just members of our Interest Network.

In addition, we would like to recruit new professionals into our Interest Network.
